Mission

The mission of LEAVE A LEGACY Charlotte Region is to encourage people from all walks of life to make gifts, large or small, from their wills and/or estates to the non-profit organizations of their choice.

History

In 1998 the National Committee on Planned Giving launched LEAVE A LEGACY, a public awareness campaign, to increase the quantity of charitable legacy giving across North America. Over 90 LEAVE A LEGACY programs were established in communities across the United States and Canada. The LEAVE A LEGACY campaign did not solicit gifts for any particular organization. Instead, the program was a partnership to help promote the message that all of us have the ability to "Make a difference in the lives that follow" by leaving a charitable legacy. 

LEAVE A LEGACY Charlotte Region, like the national organization, does not promote any specific charity or cause. The program encourages prospective donors to work with the professional staff and volunteers of the charities that they already support, or the advisors with whom they have a relationship, to establish a charitable bequest or planned gift. The program is a collaborative effort among local nonprofit organizations, foundations, estate planning professionals, and corporate sponsors. 
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Accomplishment Highlights

· Organized and sponsored an array of programs featuring nationally known speakers such as Robert F. Sharpe, Jr., Winton Smith, and Conrad Teitell, Esq. Over 800 people from the Charlotte region attended these events.

· Hosted the “Celebrating the Spirit of Philanthropy” luncheon with Queens’ University Board Chair, John H. Sykes as the speaker. Over 250 attended.

· Hosted a panel discussion featuring local philanthropists with over 400 potential donors and nonprofit leaders in attendance.

· Created and presented "Make A Will" Workshops to over 1,900 participants in the Charlotte region. 

· Created and presented “Updating Your Estate Plan” to over 260 participants.

· Created Continuing Education Credit Seminars (CEUs) for estate planning professionals.

· Collaborated with the North Carolina Planned Giving Council, Foundation for the Carolinas and the Association of Fundraising Professionals (AFP) to offer programming to numerous nonprofit staffs and boards. 

· Created a mentor program for nonprofits, supporting 40 new development officers to date.

· Organized 20 free roundtable discussions on planned 
giving topics and marketing to donors. Attendance at the roundtables totaled over 750 participants. 

· Provided over 50 training sessions for nonprofit boards.

· Sponsor the "Legacy Award" given at the AFP’s Annual Philanthropy Awards Luncheon with attendance of over 600.
