In 2008 Mrs. Wallace?s estate awarded The Mint Museum a 5.169 million unrestricted endowment gift to support its expansion initiative and its ongoing operations.  This generous bequest ? the largest in the Mint?s history ? came at a critical time as the Museum?s already-planned growth intersected with the tumbling economy and was instrumental in advancing the Museum?s dual priorities of art and education in the face of a declining charitable environment. In recognition of this exceptional gift the atrium of the Mint Museum of Art was renamed the Nancy A.  J. Mason Wallace Atrium in memory of the donor and her husband.   A longtime supporter of The Mint Museum and an accomplished watercolorist Wallace frequently visited the Museum as a child and continued to hone her love of art by taking classes at the Mint and later becoming an active member volunteer and donor. Other charitable organizations were fortunate to also call Mrs. Wallace an active supporter and volunteer including the Junior League of Charlotte Sardis Presbyterian Church and the Southern Appalachian Highlands Conservancy at which Nancy and Mason volunteered by maintaining sections of the Appalachian Trail to honor their love of hiking.
